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· Carry out an audit of a garden or community area (you can use the ‘Audit’ activity sheet to help you)
· Describe the area. Are there known species of wildlife that live here?
· For hazards you spotted:
· What is the single most important change needed? 
· Are you able to resolve any of the identified issues? If so, show us how in your worksheet below.
· Or, do other people need to change their behaviour? If so, give ideas on what change looks like.
· Were there already any signs of positive safety measures? (e.g., nets put away or ramps in ponds).

If you did not identify any major hazards: That’s a great result! It means your area may already be quite safe for wildlife. To complete this activity, spend some time taking positive action to help keep it that way or improve it further.
· You could spend time cleaning and tidying your local area to help keep wildlife safe.
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
